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Jerome Rublic Transportation Pilot Program

In conjunction with Cottonwood
Area Transit (CAT) and the Northern
Arizona Council of Governments
(NACOG) the Town of Jerome has been
considering ways to provide its
residents with bus services to expand
access with connecting neighborhoods.

The City of Cottonwood operates the regional transit system

: known as CAT, which operates four local fixed routes within
Cottonwood, Clarkdale, and Verde Village. NACOG, with FTA

= system. The Jerome Transit Pilot Plan is expected to operate as

= a pilot program for a two-year period.

: Current Services

: The Town of Jerome currently operates a door-to-door

: transportation service, the Jerome Shuttle, to residents with

: transportation needs. The service operates on Wednesday

: mornings, taking riders down the mountain into Cottonwood.

: The shuttle also provides a high level of service such as helping
: with shopping or other errands to residents with greater needs.

: The Town of Jerome is very proud of the current transportation
: service, but Jerome leadership also recognizes that the service is
: limited in volume, given that the small shuttle is only able to

: accommodate a handful of riders per week. Town Council

: expressed that any new service would not replace the existing

: door-to-door service but would work in coordination with the

: Jerome Shuttle to expand access to all Jerome residents.

: The Survey

In October 2021, NACOG developed a brief 10-question survey.
= The survey had strong participation and survey takers were able

to explain some of the reasons why they or someone they know
had difficulty with travel. Common reasons were: unreliable or

unavailable vehicles, aging and health-related issues, and lack of
family support.

NACOG and CAT staff met with the Jerome Town Council to
discuss the results of the survey, service considerations, and
financial commitments. Council expressed excitement for the
progress towards transit service for Jerome and reaffirmed a
commitment of $4,500 to fund service operations.

Service Viability and Options

CAT staff have been considering several ways to provide transit
to Jerome. An alteration of the current Red Route, which runs
between Cottonwood and Clarkdale along Highway 89A, was

suggested as an efficient use of staff and resources. The

proposed modification would have the route follow Highway
89A to Jerome, then head back to the Cottonwood Library for
the morning, mid-day, and evening runs on Thursdays.

This service would take approximately 35 to 40 minutes,
allowing for timely transfers to other CAT routes. Three

locations in Jerome have been considered for stops: the scenic

lookout near Douglas Road, the large parking lot above the Fire
Station on Perkinsville Road, and on Main Street near the
Central Steps leading to the Upper Park.

The service is set to begin this October 2022, with nominal fees
for service between $0.50 to $1.00 per use. Please watch for
further information to come, including signage, in the weeks
and days leading up to implementation.
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For the last year or two, DRB meetings have been held the first Monday of each month, and P&Z meetings have been held
the third Wednesday. This has been changed so that all of the regularly scheduled meetings will take place on Tuesdays.
