DEFINITION: The Fire Chief serves as the executive and administrative head of the Town of Jerome Fire
Department and is responsible for the overall leadership, strategic direction, and operational effectiveness
of a combination fire department consisting of career and volunteer personnel. This position performs a
variety of technical, administrative and supervisory work in planning and ensuring the delivery of fire
suppression, emergency medical services, rescue, fire prevention, and community risk reduction services
in accordance with applicable federal, state, and local policies, laws, and best practices. The Fire Chief
may also hold the positions of Emergency Management Director, Fire Marshall, and/or Fire Inspector.
This position is appointed by the Jerome Town Council, and reports to the Town Manager. The
incumbent functions as a key member of the Town’s executive leadership team. The Chief will make
decisions on issues relating to policy and planning and works independently in supervising the overall
technical operations of the department.

This is a full-time, paid staff, position and is classed as an FLSA exempt executive.

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS: Essential functions, as defined under the Americans with Disabilities Act,
may include, but are not limited to, the following tasks, knowledge, skills and other abilities and
characteristics. (This list of tasks is ILLUSTRATIVE ONLY and is not a comprehensive listing of all
functions and tasks performed by positions in this class.)

Leadership and Administration Responsibilities
e Provides strategic leadership and vision consistent with Town of Jerome policies and
expectations.
o Develops, implements and enforces departmental policies, SOPs and SOGs in alignment with
Town administrative policies.
e Advises the Town Manager and Town Council on fire service, EMS, emergency management and
public safety matters.
¢ Ensures compliance with all applicable Arizona statutes governing municipal fire departments.
e Participates in preparation of, and administers the departmental budget, in compliance with Town
fiscal policies.
¢ Identifies, applies for and manages grant opportunities (e.g. AFG, SAFER, Fire House Subs).

Operations and Emergency Response

e Serves as Incident Commander (IC) on significant or complex incidents.

e Ensures compliance with NIMS and ICS protocols

e Oversees response readiness, staffing and deployment for structural, medical, rescue and
wildland incidents.
Coordinates mutual and automatic aid, including integration with transporting EMS agencies.
Ensures effective patient care and transfer of care to transport EMS providers.
Conducts post-incident analysis and implements operational improvements.
Coordinates with regional, county, state and federal agencies, where and when applicable.
Supports the Town’s emergency management functions, including preparedness, mitigation and
response coordination.

Personnel Management (Career and Volunteer)
o Directs recruitment, hiring, retention and discipline of departmental personnel.

o Exercises hiring authority in accordance with Town policies and makes recommendations when
necessary for suspension and termination disciplinary actions to the Town Manager.
Establishes performance standards and conducts evaluations.

Ensures effective integration and supervision of volunteer personnel.

Promotes workforce development, training and succession planning.

Ensures compliance with federal and state employment laws including FLSA, OSHA, ADA and
EEOC.

e Oversees injury prevention, exposure control and workers’ compensation coordination.

e Ensures training programs meet or exceed applicable NFPA standards (NFPA 1001, 1021, 1500)
and Arizona requirements.

Organizes and plans required training(s).

Maintains certification and qualification records for all personnel.

Participates in intergovernmental and mutual aid organizations.

Builds partnerships with residents, businesses and regional partners.

Establishes and enforces department-wide safety and risk management programs.

¢ May operate in and around active emergency scenes with inherent risks.

¢ Subject to call-back, after-hours incidents, meetings, and extended operational periods during
emergencies or disasters.

¢ Travel required for mutual aid, regional coordination, training, conferences and wildland assignments.
