ORDINANCE NO. 360 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COMMON COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF JEROME, YAVAPAI COUNTY, ARIZONA, AMENDING CHAPTER 12 OF THE TOWN OF JEROME TRAFFIC CODE AFFECTING PARKING.

WHEREAS, the Jerome Town Council has determined that it is in the best interests, general welfare and safety of the citizens of Jerome and its visitors that the Parking Ordinance be amended to address and alleviate specific parking problems and issues within the Town of Jerome; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COMMON COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF JEROME, ARIZONA THAT:

Chapter 12 of the Town of Jerome Traffic Code is amended to include the following additions:

ARTICLE 12-2 
PARKING PAY STATION ZONES 

Section 12-2-1
Definitions.
For the purposes of this Chapter, the words and phrases used herein, unless the context indicates otherwise, shall have the following meaning:

"Highway" means a way or place of whatever nature, publicly maintained and open to the use of the public purposes of vehicular travel. Highway includes street.

"Owner of the land" means the owner of the land on which the vehicle, or parts thereof, is located, as shown on the last equalized assessment roll.

"Owner of the vehicle" means the last registered owner and legal owner of record.

"Parking pay station zone" means an area designated by official traffic control devices, on a public right-of-way or on city property, in which a motor vehicle may be lawfully parked after proper payment is made at a parking pay station.

“Parking Occasion” means the uninterrupted period of time that a motor vehicle is parked in a paid parking space or paid parking zone while paid parking time limits are in effect.

“Pay and display station” mean a parking pay station that dispenses a receipt, as proof of payment, to be displayed as required in this article.

"Public Property" does not include street or highway.

"Vehicle" means a device by which any person or property may be propelled, moved or drawn upon a highway, except a device moved, or drawn upon a highway by human power or used exclusively upon stationary rails or tracks.

Section 12-2-2
Design of Parking Pay stations.


Parking pay stations installed as provided in this article shall be so designed, constructed, installed and set as to meet the following conditions:

A. The parking pay stations shall be capable of being operated upon the deposit of one or more coins of United States currency or authorized tokens, or the making of payment by the use of credit card, banking card, debit card, electronic fund transfer card, or guaranteed check card that can legally be used to pay for the full period of time for which parking is lawfully permitted in any parking pay station zone or for an appropriate fractional period of time.

B. Upon payment, a parking pay station shall issue a printed parking receipt indicating the date of issuance, and expiration time of the interval of authorized parking at which time the payee may no longer remain lawfully parked within the parking pay station zone. The parking receipt shall authorize parking for the full period of time for which parking is lawfully permitted in any parking pay station zone, or for an appropriate fractional period of time.

C. Each parking pay station shall bear an authorized sign or message clearly legible indicating the days and hours when the requirement to deposit coins or tokens or to otherwise make payment shall apply, the value of the payment required to be deposited or made, and the limited period of time for which parking is lawfully permitted in the parking pay station zone in which the pay station is located.
Section 12-2-3
Designated Parking Pay station Zones.

Section 12-2-4
Times

Parking within parking pay station zones will be regulated between the hours of 8:00 AM and 6:00 PM each day. After 6:00 PM, and before 8:00 AM no permit is needed to park in any parking pay station zone.

Section 12-2-5
Parking Rates

The city council shall establish parking rates by resolution.

Section 12-2-6
Violations. 

A. No person shall park a vehicle in any parking pay station zone on a public street, as indicated by official signs, during the restricted and regulated time applicable to the parking pay station zone, unless a valid parking receipt or annual parking permit is displayed on the dashboard of the parked vehicle. The parking receipt or annual parking permit must be displayed on the dashboard so as to be clearly legible from outside of the parked vehicle and must indicate an unexpired interval of time. No person shall display more than one parking receipt or annual parking permit on the dashboard of any vehicle at one time.


B. Any vehicle parked in a parking pay station zone on a public street shall be parked either parallel or diagonal to the curb, as may be indicated by official signs. Vehicles parked in a manner so that any portion of the vehicle is within the parking pay station zone shall be required to pay the amount indicated by the parking pay stations and associated signage for parking in that zone. 


C. If a vehicle remains parked in the parking pay station zone on a public street beyond the authorized interval of time stated on the parking receipt, such vehicle shall be in violation of this section. Every additional period of parking beyond the maximum period of parking time allowed shall constitute a separate offense.

D. It shall be unlawful for any person to permit a vehicle to remain parked in a parking pay station zone on a public street for longer than the maximum time that can be purchased from a parking pay station at any one time, except during those times and dates indicated on the parking pay station when no payment for parking need be made. 

E. It shall be unlawful for any person to deposit or cause to be deposited in any parking pay station any slug or metallic substitute for any coin of the United States, or to deposit therein any lawful coin that is bent, cut, torn, battered or otherwise misshapen or to otherwise use any device in a parking pay station which is not permitted herein or which is not lawful payment.

F. It shall be unlawful for any person to deface, injure, tamper with, willfully break, destroy or impair the usefulness of any parking pay station or sign installed under the terms of this chapter.

G. It shall be unlawful for any person to place any sack or covering over, upon or around any parking pay station or otherwise indicate or show that the parking pay station is inoperative or inapplicable without proper authority to do so.

Section 12-2-7
Parking in space required.


A vehicle parked in a parking pay station zone on a public street shall be parked entirely within one individual parking space if such space is indicated by traffic control markings.

 
Section 12-2-8
Exemptions for Residential Parking Permit Holders

Any motor vehicle displaying a valid residential parking permit as issued in accordance with Article 12-3 of the Jerome Traffic Code shall be exempt from the requirements of article 12-2 of the Jerome Traffic Code.

Section 12-2-9
Annual Parking Permits

Individuals may purchase an annual parking permit that is valid for use in any parking pay station zone. Individuals, upon payment of a fee as established by a resolution of the city council, and completion of an application available at the Jerome Police Department shall be issued a permit that shall be valid for one year from the date of issuance, and which will allow the motor vehicle to park within the parking pay station zone.

Section 12-2-10
Prima-Facie Liability

Whenever any vehicle shall have been parked in violation of any of the provisions of this ordinance prohibiting or restricting parking, the person in whose name such vehicle is registered shall be prima facie responsible for such violation.

Section 12-2-11
Wheel Locks.

An illegally parked vehicle for which there are three or more outstanding, unpaid, and overdue parking tickets for a period of 90 days or more may be immobilized through the use of wheel locks. Any vehicle that has been immobilized is to remain immobilized until an immobilization fee and penalties related to all outstanding parking tickets and penalties owed to the City are paid in full, or a bond is posted in the amount of the immobilization fee and all outstanding parking tickets and penalties. Payment of the immobilization fee and all outstanding parking tickets and penalties shall not constitute a waiver of a person's right to contest the immobilization or the outstanding parking tickets and penalties.

If a wheel lock is attached to a vehicle, a notice shall be affixed to the windshield or other part of the vehicle so as to be readily visible. The notice shall warn that the vehicle has been immobilized and that any attempt to move the vehicle may result in damage thereto. The notice shall also state the total amount of civil penalties due for parking tickets which are overdue, unpaid, and attributable to such vehicle, and that an immobilization fee is also being charged. The address and telephone number to be contacted to pay the charges and have the wheel lock removed shall also be listed. The City shall not be responsible for any damage to an immobilized vehicle resulting from unauthorized attempts to free or move that vehicle.

The Chief of Police is authorized to establish and revise, from time to time, an immobilization fee.

ARTICLE 12-3
RESIDENTIAL PARKING 

Section 12-3-1
Findings and purpose.

The council finds that in certain areas of the city, visitor parking impinges upon the need of residents to use a reasonable amount of parking space in front of or near their own homes. This article is adopted in order to allow a reasonable accommodation between the needs of the visitors and the needs of city residents for parking spaces.

Section 12-3-2
Definitions.

For the purposes of this article, the following words and phrases shall have the meanings respectively ascribed to them by this section:

"Highway" means a way or place of whatever nature, publicly maintained and open to the use of the public purposes of vehicular travel. Highway includes street.

"Owner of the land" means the owner of the land on which the vehicle, or parts thereof, is located, as shown on the last equalized assessment roll.

"Owner of the vehicle" means the last registered owner and legal owner of record.

"Parking pay station zone" means an area designated by official traffic control devices, on a public right-of-way or on city property, in which a motor vehicle may be lawfully parked after proper payment is made at a parking pay station.

“Parking Occasion” means the uninterrupted period of time that a motor vehicle is parked in a paid parking space or paid parking zone while paid parking time limits are in effect.

“Pay and display station” mean a parking pay station that dispenses a receipt, as proof of payment, to be displayed as required in this article.

"Public Property" does not include street or highway.

"Vehicle" means a device by which any person or property may be propelled, moved or drawn upon a highway, except a device moved, or drawn upon a highway by human power or used exclusively upon stationary rails or tracks.

Section 12-3-3
Residential parking restrictions and permits.  
Parking on all public streets within the city and located on the following streets shall be limited to residents with a residential parking permit only:

A.
County Road, Juarez Street, School Street, Center Street, First Street, Second Street, Third Street, Fourth Street, Fifth Street, Sixth Street, Verde Street, Holly Street, Main Street (between the intersection of Hull Avenue and Holly Street), East Avenue, Hampshire Avenue.

Section 12-3-4
Issuance of Residential Parking Permits

Persons occupying residences with frontage along a street with an area designated for the permit parking may apply to the Police Chief for residential parking permits as outlined in this article. 

A. Residents shall be entitled to receive up to two (2) free residential parking permits for motor vehicles owned or operated by them, by registering the motor vehicle with the city police department, including the name of the owner, the make, color of the motor vehicle and the license plate number.  Free Residential parking permits shall not be issued to households required by zoning to have on site parking on their property.

B. Residents may purchase up to 2 additional residential parking permits for motor vehicles owned or operated by them by paying a fee of one-hundred dollars ($100.00) to the Town of Jerome and registering the motor vehicle with the city police department, including the name of the owner, the make, color of the motor vehicle and the license plate number.

C.
A parking permit placard shall be valid for two years from the date of issuance and shall become immediately invalid when the person issued the placard moves to another residence, whether or not such residence has frontage on the posted area.

Section 12-3-5
Transfer or sale of residential parking permit.

It is unlawful to sell, transfer, or convey, or to offer to sell, transfer, or convey, any parking permit or placard issued pursuant to this article for any money or consideration whatsoever. Additionally, it shall be unlawful to use or display a residential parking permit on any motor vehicle not assigned to that permit.


Section 12-3-6
Parking in residential parking permit zone without permit prohibited. 

No person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle in a zone designated for the exclusive use of vehicles which display a distinguishing residential parking permit issued pursuant to this article unless such person displays a valid residential parking permit.

Section 12-3-7
Temporary Permits

The owner or occupant of a residential property may contact the police department and request a temporary residential parking permit for use by a visitor to their property. Such a permit will be valid for a specific period of time not to exceed 7 days. 

Section 12-3-8
Prima-Facie Liability

Whenever any vehicle shall have been parked in violation of any of the provisions of this ordinance prohibiting or restricting parking, the person in whose name such vehicle is registered shall be prima facie responsible for such violation.

Section 12-3-9
Exemptions

No residential parking permit will be required for any motor vehicle parked completely on private property.

Section 12-3-10
Wheel Locks.

An illegally parked vehicle for which there are three or more outstanding, unpaid, and overdue parking tickets for a period of 90 days or more may be immobilized through the use of wheel locks. Any vehicle that has been immobilized is to remain immobilized until an immobilization fee and penalties related to all outstanding parking tickets and penalties owed to the City are paid in full, or a bond is posted in the amount of the immobilization fee and all outstanding parking tickets and penalties. Payment of the immobilization fee and all outstanding parking tickets and penalties shall not constitute a waiver of a person's right to contest the immobilization or the outstanding parking tickets and penalties.

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this chapter for any reason is held to be invalid or unconstitutional by the decision of any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of the chapter. The city council hereby declares that it would have adopted this chapter and each section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion thereof irrespective of the fact that any one or more sections, subsections, sentences, clauses, phrases or portions be declared invalid or unconstitutional.
